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by cheap labor in Britain which has weak unions and featherbedded tax breaks? We
think the answer is in the affirmative. Then there are cultural matters of everyday life,
such as the experience of racialization, of linguistic and religious difference, of the
zone where professional knowledge meets customary knowledge. Again — and we see
this in the papers assembled for this issue — the impact of a globalizing division of
labor is obvious.
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
